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PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO
CHANPTER BY-LAWS

Stan Price has submitted this proposed amend-
ment to change ARTICLE VI DUES, SECTIONS 2 AND
3 in the Chapter By-Laws. This request has been
accepted and will be presented to the membership
for a vote at the November 17th 2012 regular Chapter
meeting.

Proposed to Amend ARTICLE VI Dues, Sections 2
and 3 as follows:

ARTICLE VI DUES

SECTION 2  Dues shall be payable upon accep-
tance of application for membership and every Octo-
ber 1 thereafter. Dues for new members at first ap-
plication shall be $2.00 for each month remaining until
October 1. Such payment shall be made payable to
the Chapter and submitted to the Chapter Treasurer. A
new Membership Renewal form shall be submitted with
each renewal.

SECTION 3  Members who become delinquent in
payment of dues for three (3) months shall be deemed
to have resigned and shall be removed from the mem-
bership roster and forfeit any benefits provided by such
membership. Previous members, who have gone into
delinquent status and wish to renew, shall not be af-
forded the proration of dues allowed for new members
unless a full year has passed.

The above By-Laws may be amended by a majority
vote of a quorum of Members present at any regular
or special meeting of the Chapter, but only if written
notice of such proposed amendment has been given
to each member not less than fifteen days prior to the
date of the meeting at which the proposal will be voted
on. “Written notice” may include publication in the
Chapter Newsletter.
